Georgia DCA Board Approves Mandatory Blower Door Testing

On November 3, the Department of Community Affairs (DCA) Board voted to give final approval to adopt the 2009
IECC with 2011 Georgia Amendments (including mandatory blower door testing) as a minimum code and the 2008
National Green Building Standard (NGBS) with 2011 Georgia Amendments as a permissive code. This followed

the July 29 recommendation of the State Codes Advisory Committee (SCAC) to approve the codes. The codes are
effective January 1, 2011.
