HBAG News 
Major Changes to the 2011 Energy Code
The new Energy Code will require a building 
envelope/duct tightness test for one-and-two 
family dwellings. Working with Georgia Power and 
Southface, HBAG created an amendment for a 
Certified Duct and Envelope (DET) Verifier. A person 
can become certified by attending an approved 
one-day class and conduct the blower door/duct 
testing. This certified person does NOT have to be 
independent of the builder or HVAC contractor to 
conduct the testing.
